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A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR 

Dear Friends, 
 

 Until last summer I had only been woken up from a blissful 

slumber by four of my five senses.  I had been woken by light; 

lamps being turned on or sunlight creeping through windows, sound; 

an alarm clock, thunder or someone calling my name (both gently 

and harshly:), touch; a gentle tap or a rigorous shake, and smell; the 

sweet and savory aromas of breakfast being prepared.  Until last 

summer, taste was the only sense that had not played a role in wak-

ing me up. 
 

 On two occasions, very early in the morning before the sun was 

even up our family cat, Sebastian, spotted a skunk in our back yard.  

Following his predatory instincts he charged the skunks only to dis-

cover that you donôt win a contest with a skunk.  I was still in bed 

when this happened but the odor of skunk was so powerful that it 

caused and foul and burning sensation in my mouth.  I woke up to 

the taste of skunk! 
 

 I am a very deep sleeper and my wife has often said that I 

should find a special alarm clock that will send a gentle current of 

electricity into my system to wake me each morning.  I donôt think 

thatôs necessary as Sebastian has found the answer: skunk spray and 

lots of it.  Itôs the most powerful thing I have experienced.  We donôt 

really need nuclear weapons.  We just need more skunks.  The threat 

of being bombed with 10,000 live skunks would create enough fear 

of impending doom into the hearts of any rogue nation or terrorist 

camp to bring them into the community of civility for eternity!  But 

I digress é 
 

 My two experiences with a cat running through the house, 
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freshly coated by a skunk, have caused me to wonder something 

very basic.  Why is it that we repeat behaviors that previously  

resulted in no good results if not even disaster?  Why did Sebas-

tian chase a skunk a second time?  Didnôt he learn the first time?  

Before you say, ñWell, heôs just a stupid animal following his  

instinctsò let me remind you that while we may not chase after 

skunks we all make serious mistakes of our own that we repeat 

over and over again.  Why donôt we simply learn the first time?  
 

 I canôt get into a catôs head, but perhaps upon seeing his  

second skunk poor Sebastian thought, ñI guess Iôll approach 

things differently this time but Iôm still going to get myself a 

skunk!  This time Iôll just run faster.ò  If that is what he was 

thinking he was certainly doomed.  What he really needed to  

consider was ñWhatôs the point in catching a skunk?ò 
 

 Sometimes we in the church are just like Sebastian.  We in-

stinctively chase after the same old goals and dreams but not  

attaining anything other than getting too close to a few ñskunks.ò  

We think that it is our strategies that need to change, not our 

goals.  We think that if we just try harder at what we are already 

doing we can get to where we need to be.  We fail to ask the more 

important question, which is ñAre we heading in the right direc-

tion?ò  I wish I could have a discussion with Sebastian and say, 

ñYou know something Sebastian?  Youôre quick and swift and 

you have razor sharp claws but youôre wasting all of your God 

given talents and gifts by chasing a skunk!  Even if you catch it, 

how will it make your life better?ò 
 

 Sometimes we need to take a look at how we do ministry in a 

similar vane.  We need to take a look at all of our God given  

talents and gifts and discern just how we can best use them for the 

good of the church and the glory of God.  But we canôt do that 
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without first discerning what it is that God wants us to be doing.  

Weôre fast.  Weôre swift.  We have razor sharp claws.  Should we 

be chasing skunks?  Certainly not. 
 

 There are hungry people who need to be fed.  There are  

people living in the most abject poverty in our own Lehigh  

Valley that need to be lifted up.  There are people who are sick or 

frightened, or worried, or feeling such remorse that no one could 

ever forgive them.  Relieving this type of human suffering is a 

goal of Christôs church.  Let us use our strength to meet this goal. 
 

 One of the reasons why the early church grew as rapidly as it 

did was because the first generation of believers took it upon 

themselves to meet the emotional and physical needs of those 

they encountered.  They embraced the lonely, clothed the naked, 

fed the hungry, nursed the sick, and did all that they could to free 

the oppressed.  And you know what?  As those who did not  

believe became recipients of such amazing grace there hearts 

were moved and they became believers themselves.  Such a basic 

approach to evangelism and yet so effective! 
 

 Is our evangelism goal to fill our pews or is it to transform 

lives?  Well, ideally its both but we can be true to our evangelis-

tic calling and never add another person to our membership rolls.  

However, we cannot be true to our evangelistic calling if we 

donôt speak to the needs of people in such a way that they can 

hear Godôs voice of hope and transformation. 
 

 I donôt want to liken the goal of filling our pews to that of 

catching a few skunks but I would like to suggest that the goal of 

evangelism is more than filling pews.  It is about meeting the  

basic needs of people in pain.  Letôs make that our first priority 

and objective in our evangelistic zeal. 
 

    Peace, 
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Named and Sent  

Matthewôs account of Jesusô ministry is thrilling. We read 

story after story of amazing transformations. A leperôs 
sores disappear! A paralyzed man walks! A girl rises from 
her death bed! A mute person gains voice!  

These astonishing encounters are accented with stories of 
spiritual healing. People heard a marvelous word of hope 
in Jesusô simple invitation, ñFollow me.ò Crowds formed in 

town after town to hear Jesus teach about a new way to 
live. Seeing the peopleôs eagerness, he empowered his 
disciples to extend this ministry.  

Healing and telling, telling and healing... the heart of min-
istry is the same today as it was then. People still experi-
ence spiritual and physical pain. We still are eager for 
messages of hope, love and faith. In 2010, the 53rd anni-

versary year of the United Church of Christ, the faithful 
are still called to serve. Astonished, we receive the gift of 
grace to continue the ministry of Jesus. Just as Jesus 

brought the disciples from the sidelines to the forefront, so 
do we come together with the holy purpose of bringing 
Godôs healing to the world. Time and time again, people 

are transformed by the power of the one great story.  
In the United Church of Christ, we are bound together by 
covenant in the shared purpose of Godôs mission. No per-
son, no congregation, no Conference, no national ministry 

body, no seminary, no council, not any of us stands alone. 
Together, we are named and sent.

For 22 years PNEC has sponsored a summer 

childrenôs church camp. The camp has been known as Unit Camp, 

Unity Camp and then PNECommunity Camp. The camp has been 

blessed with faithful, skilled and talented directors through its 

years in existence: Ruth Laudermilch, Mindy Does, Jeff Wargo, 

Lynn Wallace, Patti Smith Hoyt, Kim Edelheiser, Vera Lovewell, 

Regina Mohr and Stan Sell. There have been a host of adult coun-

selors, counselors in training and guest activity leaders from 

churches throughout PNEC. 
 

Summer church camp has blessed many in PNEC with the
