But I'm learning how to pray a different kind ofager; prayer
said with thanksgiving. | learned it from St. Padno, writing from
prison, taught me a most powerful lesson. He s&d,not be anxious
about anything, but in everything, by prayer antitioa, with thanks-
giving, present your requests to God."

Strange. Here he is suffering himself, yet hdlsmiteme to pray
with thanksgiving.

Thanksgiving is the seasoning that makes our psag@ible to
God. After all, who wants to hear people whingladl time? I've
learned that you can't whine and give thanks irstrae breath. Self-
pity and thankfulness don't mix any better tharaad water.

In fact, mixing thanks with prayer somehow change$vhen we
remember what God has done for us in the pasthankl about who
He is in the present and express that in thank$slioeir prayers be-
come gentler and more trusting somehow. Thankfaygrs are of-
fered with faith.

Another Viewpoint
by Alan C. Miller Conference Minister

A number of months ago | was waiting in the nartheady to process into
the sanctuary at the church | had been inviteda@agh at on that particular
Sunday morning. Just before the organist begahatothe processional
hymn, a couple raced into the narthex obvioush. l#s they scanned the
sanctuary looking for a place to sit, the wife daither husband: “Oh look,
someone is sitting in oypew!” Now they were totally befuddled, not only
were they late but they were going to have to wipr&od from a different
point of view.

I've often wondered if this idea of “pew ownership”a new idea or if it
dates back to the earliest days of the churchithdrGospel of Mark, there
are two feeding stories. In Chapter 6, Jesusashiag his followers, time
flies by and Jesus realizes that it is late ind&g and those who have gath-
ered are hungry. We are told that on that dayedé&f000 people with five
loaves of bread and two fish. Later in Chaptag8in Jesus is teaching a
large crowd of people who have been following hanthree days. Again
he realizes that they are hungry and he feeds 460ple with seven loaves
of bread and a few fish. | wonder if some of teepe who were at the
gathering of the 5,000 were also at the gatherfrigeo4,000; and if they
were, | wonder if they started complaining about hiew people who were
“standing on theihillside.”

Two weeks ago | did a leadership workshop for dnauo congregation’s
consistories. During the workshop the members®fcbnsistory asked me:
“How can we help to break our church out of old@ats and to be open to
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new ideas?” | suggested that as leaders they eblulitentionally sit in
“other” pews on Sunday morning and

watch the reaction of the other members. TheyHadat the idea but were
not sure that they were willing to try somethinigdt drastic.”

In the days of ancient Israel, the Exodus eventvaa®nly an answer to
prayer, it was a drastic new change. People ¢ofddnpassociated the idea of
God with a particular region or kingdom. The idleat God was not station-
ary but traveled with them as they wandered foyddys through the desert
on their way to the Promised Land, was a revolatigmew idea. Every day
they pulled up stakes and moved on. At the erntletlay they camped in a
new location, and God was there — walking with thesandering with them,
traveling with them as they journeyed on and on.

We do children’s sermons and have children singjs@about how the church
IS not the building, yet most of us practice alfant which we have locked
our understanding of God into the same pew in éimeesbuilding for years
on end.

What would it mean for you to start looking for Gindm a different point of
view? If your prayer life centers around talkimg@od, what would it mean
for you to try sitting in quiet contemplation, ksting for God? If your prac-
tice of mission has centered around giving monethabothers can do the
ministry, what would it mean for you to start volearing at a soup kitchen, a
food bank, a shelter, or go on a mission tripYolir learning about faith
pretty well stopped on Confirmation Sunday, whatiglat mean for you to
go on a retreat, start reading the Bible, or sigriew a Bible study course?
God has promised to walk through all of life witbuy what would it mean

for your relationship with God to try out sitting a new pew?
