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Dear Friends, 
 

Religious people can be so quick to judge.  Maybe because they 
so badly need to affirm their fragile righteousness, I don't know.  What 
I do know is that Jesus wasn't like that. 

  

When I watch hurting, sinful people come to Jesus, I am amazed 
to see the gentleness with which he treats them. 
 

There was a leper, a social outcast, doomed to die of a progres-
sive, disfiguring illness, who came to Jesus and said, "If you want to, 
you can heal me."  Jesus, the Bible records, touched the flesh of this 
diseased man and said, "I want to. Be whole."  And he was. 

 

Mary Magdalene, from what we can discover, was a wealthy heir-
ess who was tormented.  The demons of her past and present com-
pletely controlled her.  Jesus set her free, and gradually, as she spent 
time listening to his teaching and following him, she was healed from 
the inside out.  Did you know that this Mary was the first to see Jesus 
after his resurrection? 

 

Blind people came to him and went away seeing.  Friends and 
relatives carried cripples to him.  He was their friend.  He never turned 
them away or rejected them.  Instead, in his presence they were healed. 
Rich-robed leaders seeking to fill an inner emptiness came to talk with 
Jesus.  So did ragged beggars. 

 

One lady was dragged to Jesus.  You know the story.  Earlier that 
morning she had been surprised in the arms of her lover, and hauled in 
front of Jesus while he was teaching in the temple.  "Should we stone 
her for adultery?" the Pharisees sneered, hoping to expose Jesus' legen-
dary mercy. 

 

"Let the one among you who is without sin cast the first stone," 
Jesus replied.  And when they had all slunk away, one by one, Jesus

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knelt down to where the woman was crouching.  "Where are your 
accusers?" he asked. 

 

"Gone," she said. 
 

"Then I don't pronounce sentence upon you either," he told her.  
As she got up to leave, I can see him touching her sleeve, as if to 
give her a final healing word. "Go," he said, "and sin no more." 
 

What gentleness!  What love!  Without compromising right 
standards of living, Jesus had communicated an incredible amount 
about how much God loves us, aches for us, longs for us, and gently 
calls us to paths of wholeness and wholesomeness.  No self-
righteousness here, not even from the only One who has any right to 
the term "self-righteous."  Just compassion. 
 

I can see us taking a step or two back from this radical Healer.  
You're too messed up.  I don't want to associate with you, we might 
think about this woman.  Our Jesus wore an everyday robe that he 
washed out in the creeks, and a pair of plain leather sandals.  He did-
n't feel the need to preserve his "space" or reputation or social stand-
ing.  All these he sacrificed so he could reach out to the people who 
really needed him.  So that he might touch them. 

 

Do you need him?  Do you feel messed up or ashamed or con-
fused or lonely or just plain tired of it all?  You are His kind of per-
son.  Jesus knows your pain, and reaches out a strong and friendly 
hand, and says to you, "Come to me, all you who are weak and 
heavy-laden, and I will give you rest. Take my yoke upon you and 
learn from me.  For I am gentle and lowly in heart, and you will find 
rest for your souls." 

 

No matter what, friends, we need to be like Jesus.  Let someone 
else play the religious game.  For us it is getting to know this Jesus, 
and then being His hands to reach out in our communities to the 
hurting and struggling.  Some of those who are hurting and  
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struggling live in nice homes and drive BMWs.  Others live in apart-
ments and have barely enough for the coming month's rent. 
 

If we serve a Healer, then we are called to be a healing people, un-
afraid of pain, even our own.  We know that through his love and 
working in our midst, that ancient healing touch of the Living Jesus 
will touch again; with power.

  Penn Northeast Conference of the United Church of Christ 
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  I am a minister today (having been one now for over three decades, 
in fact!) because a congregation about a generation ago decided to start 
thinking of the young adults in their neighborhood as a MISSION  FIELD  
rather than as future curators of that church’s sterling 150+ year legacy. 
 In the late 1960s Park Street Congregational Church, known to tour-
ists as Stop No. 3 on Boston’s historic Freedom Trail, decided to invest 
(yes, I think that is the right word) some of their financial resources in a 
young, full time minister who would work exclusively with college stu-
dents and young working people. 
 While the church had hosted a relatively small fellowship group for 
young adults for many years, this group never quite seemed to fulfill its 
potential—hence the decision to make a concentrated effort to attract 
and minister to the rapidly growing number of baby boomer adults mi-
grating into the Boston area. 
 The most important thing that these far-sighted church members did, 
I think, was to recognize that if their church was to become an attractive 
gathering place for young adults, they needed to “get out of the way” 
and let these long-haired, ill-clothed, odd-mannered “boomers” do 
church in a way that was meaningful to their generation. 
 And that’s what these older adults did.  They simply ignored the 
things about the younger generation they did  not much care for, while 
giving much verbal sup-port to the overall program run by the new min-
ister with his unconventional ideas about young adults ministry. 
 In short order these young adults developed their own worship ser-
vices and educational programs, which were VERY different from the 
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staid and venerable style of church programming traditionally practiced 
by the congregation. 
 For example, young adults worship lasted an hour and a half—and 
sometimes longer!  It consisted of lots of “Christian folk” singing (if old 
hymns were sung, they were often sung in an up-tempo way), followed by 
sharing in small groups about things participants learned in their private 
study of the Bible, followed by public sharing about personal concerns to 
pray for, followed by prayer itself, and then concluding with more sing-
ing.  Obviously, a bulletin and many of the other normal accoutrements 
of worship services were completely unnecessary. 
 The whole body of young adults was organized into small discipleship 
groups that met weekly in college dorms and private apartments all over 
the Boston area.  Leaders came together for two-to-three hours each 
week, spending more of the meeting time in Bible study discussion and 
mutual prayer than in dealing with the details of the burgeoning minis-
try. 
 Since no one was “born” into the group (almost all were singles), 
growth could only occur by everyone reaching out to classmates and 
neighbors, inviting them to fun events like volleyball gatherings, beach 
trips, and weekend retreats. 
 As one might expect, these college students and young working adults 
were highly mobile and hence quite transient.  They came to Boston from 
God-knows-where, stayed for four years to get their education or work 
their first job, and then they went somewhere else “to settle down.” 
 But when they left, they took with them a vibrant faith in God, an un-
derstanding of how to do effective ministry in the Church, and a passion 
for the mission of Jesus Christ.  That’s why these young people came to 
be thought of as a MISSION  FIELD  rather than as minor leagers in training 
to take over the “big league” positions of their elders at some distant fu-
ture date. 
 A few did hang around and eventually became the deacons and trus-
tees of the congregation.  But most flew the coop—and that was okay, 
since the goal was to bless the worldwide Church and not just Park 
Street Congregational Church. 
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 By the late 1970s as I was finishing seminary, the number of collegians, 
grad students, and young working people participating each week in wor-
ship, fellowship, instruction and evangelism at PSC averaged well over 
300.  And from this church within a church scores of young people went 
into full time Christian ministry, including several dozen who became 
Third World missionaries. 
 So that’s how I got the “call” to become a minister. 
 We boomers are now the “old guard” (as we used to say of the people 
of our parents’ generation); and it is our children who are the new young 
adults.  I find that their take on traditional chur ch today is much like 
ours was back then: “It just doesn’t meet our needs or inspire our partici-
pation,” they say to me privately. 
 I have come to the conclusion that the congregations of the Penn 
Northeast Conference will ONLY be able to pass their spritual legacy on to 
the next generation if they begin now to invest in the young adults who 
live in the communities around them as though these Gen-X’ers & Y’ers 
were a MISSION  FIELD . 
 To do this successfully, we’ve got to give them ample room to carve out 
their own way of doing church.  Seriously.  To demand they do it our way 
or else will surely bring to an end nearly three centuries of Reformed 
(UCC) piety in these lovely northeastern Pennsylvania hills and valleys.

The Manila, Philippines news recently re-
ported that yet another church worker, who is 
also the son of a pastor of the United Church 
of Christ in the Philippines (UCCP), has been 
reported missing by his family after he was 
arrested by police and later turned over to the 
military. The 35 year old lay worker was arrested by a police tem in 
Tangub City. 
 

Tensions and violence intensifies in parts of the southern Philippines. 
Violations to the rights and dignity of persons under the presidency of 
Mrs. Gloria Macapagal Arroyo continue with impunity. These viola-
tions are evident in the widespread poverty, unabated corruption, and 
extrajudicial killings and abductions. Many of these abuses have tar-
geted church leaders, workers and members, particularly those from 
the Protestant denominations. 
 

Global Ministries asks you to join in calling for action by our govern-
ment to call a halt to these atrocities. The UCC and Christian Church 
(Disciples of Christ) have written letters, signed on to the letters of 
other denominations and passed resolutions to this effect. 
 

Filipino pastors ask that we pray that the government of the Philip-
pines will be humane enough to stop the rampant human rights viola-
tions and extrajudicial killings.

The twelve were with him, as well as some women who had been cured of evil spir-
its and infirmities: Mary, called Magdalene, from who seven demons had gone out, 
and Joanna, the wife of Herod’s steward Chuza and Susanna and many others, who 
provided for them out of their resources. (Luke 8: 1a-2) 
 

I attended a play at a small local theatre company and discovered my name 
listed in the program as an “archangel.” Wow! I felt good about myself. Wow! 
If I’m in the top tier of donors, they don’t get what the world calls -- big gifts, 
but in proportion to my income the gift was big and, apparently, in proportion 
to their budget, it was what was needed. 
 

At this start of the church “program year” … Ovation for the donors! 
Ovation comes from the Latin verb ovare – to rejoice. It means we reach up 
and clap! 
 

A small group of women were the major donors for Jesus’ ministry. 
Their resources are mentioned at four crucial junctures. They supported the 
Galilean ministry – the new wineskin, mustard seed, oil-in-the-lamp work of 
teaching, healing, storm-stilling and multitude-feeding. These same women 
were the last to leave Calvary and first with their oils and spices at the open 
tomb. They were also among the followers on Pentecost who were scorched 
by the Spirit and told the good news in many tongues. 
 

Then, as now, some donors are comfortable to be named, while others prefer 
to be “many others.” Perhaps Susanna was as surprised as I was to 
find herself in print. But for all of them -- ordinary archangels, dedicated 
donors, generous givers, sustaining supporters, resourceful resourcers – 
an ovation! 
 

Bless us, O God, each time we touch money in the week to come – buying 
with it, receiving change, being paid – to name ways our resources can 
serve you. We pray in the name of Jesus, who was never ashamed of the 
usefulness of money. Amen.
