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Dear Friends, 
 

 Today in Prince-au-Port, Haiti there is not much left of the city's 
numerous churches other than crosses and the occasional surviving 
stained glass window. Even the cathedral suffered irreparable dam-
age. 
 

But evidently that has not detered hundreds of Haitians who 
congregate daily outside the ruined churches at improvised Masses 
to pray, giving thanks for being alive, begging mercy for the souls of 
their dead or, simply to seek an oasis of peace amid the chaos 
wrought by the quake that destroyed so many lives in the impover-
ished nation. 

  

The church of St Pierre is one of the few still standing in the 
capital city. But although not readily apparent, it suffered enough 
structural damage that nobody now dares to enter. 

 

Since the quake, priests have celebrated regular Masses in a 
small patio outside the nave. 

 

Often times, more than 100 people congregate at the afternoon 
vigil, seated on benches or old chairs, facing an improvised altar 
with a small crucifix that is brought out each day with utmost care. 

 

In the midst of tragedies such as this earthquake, people seem to 
find reasons to have or abandon faith in God.  Who can blame any-
one for doubting the existence of a loving and powerful God in the 
midst of such powerful act of nature that brings about such unex-
plainable misery? 

 

And yet, there are some in Haiti who still have reasons to have 
faith. 

 

Most of us ask “Why” at times like these but I’m not so sure  
 

A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR 
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that is the right question to ask although it is certainly understand-
able.  I think the more appropriate questions to ask are “What?” and 
“How?” What must we do in response to this, and how can we do it? 
 

What must we do?  As people of God we must never underesti-
mate God’s ability to respond to the need of His people.  As people 
of God, we must never forget that God uses us as conduits of His 
goodness, mercy, and love.  As people in Prince-au-Port gather to 
pray, we must remember that God will answer some of those prayers 
through us.  As those whose lives have not been shattered by such a 
disaster, we must remain strong and lend that strength to those who 
are now understandably weak.  And this brings us to the next ques-
tion: How? 

 

The needs are so great and so vast and Haiti is so far away it 
may seem almost impossible to make much of a difference.  Stop 
thinking that way!  You are God’s hands!  They must not be idle.  
We know of our Church’s efforts.  We know of other humanitarian 
organizations.  We can certainly support them in their work.  But I 
want to challenge you to be creative.  What sort of a goal can we set 
that will create a sense of spiritual solidarity with the people in Haiti 
who are crying out in prayer? 

 

Here’s a suggestion for us.  It’s February.  It’s Blanket Sunday 
month.  As I write this article, I don’t know the answer to this ques-
tion but I intend to find out:  How many blankets from Church 
World Service have been sent to Haiti?  While we know that as one 
church we cannot provide every man, woman, and child in Haiti 
with a blanket but certainly we can be a part of a larger effort.  As 
the images of Haiti are fresh in your mind, know that the simple gift 
of a blanket can keep a person out of the rain, give a child a safe 
place to sleep, or create some shade from the blistering sun.  Let’s 
make this year’s Blanket Sunday the most overwhelming one yet.  
That’s my suggestion.  What is yours? 
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With the little they have left, and the great uncertainty they 
face, Haitians may cling to their faith.  It seems to be the one thing 
that, until now, the earthquake has not ripped away from them. 

 

May our prayers for them be another “How” we make the real-
ity of God’s love known. 
 

O God, we remember when the disciples of Jesus were terri-
fied after a long night on a turbulent sea. When they cried to you 
for help, you stilled the sea and brought them to safety. We ask 
now that you comfort and still the hearts of those who are suffer-
ing in Haiti. We pray for those who have been displaced and who 
now must return to homes that are destroyed or damaged. We pray 
for those whose lives were lost and for those who now must grieve 
the loss of a loved one. We pray for those who are attempting to 
offer help and relief to victims. While we wonder why such devas-
tation can occur, where lives and property can seem held so capri-
ciously in the hand of what is uncontrollable, we know, O God, 
that you count every hair on our head and that our names are 
written on the palm of your hand. Let your loving grace wash over 
those who must now face damaged lives, homes, and possessions. 
Hold them close to yourself until they are sure of the security of 
your loving embrace. Calm their hearts and still their souls, O 
Lord. We ask this for the sake of your love. AMEN.

In coastal Connecticut, where I currently live, February is a time alter-
nately of freezing and mud.

It occurred to me that during the week between worship services, many 
other people come into our building to find a place of safety and warmth. 
Twelve step groups of various kinds, a PFLAG group, two community 
choirs, La Leche, a community youth group, a program for those who 
have recently been released from prison, children practicing and playing 
recitals and others. Then there are the people who come seeking help, 
from food to counseling. Our presence on this busy city street corner has 
an impact on hundreds of people we often do not see on Sunday, whose 
names we do not know. They, too, have a place in Christ’s Church. They, 
too, are part of our congregation, and our stewardship of this building is 
for all of us.  
Let us pray for our congregations and their stewardship of God’s re-
sources, and also for everyone who passes through our church doors.

  Penn Northeast Conference of the United Church of Christ 
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As a person who indicates a fairly high preference for Intuition on the 
Myers-Briggs Personality Type Indicator, I am always looking at how 
things tend to fit together in life.  Thus I was struck by a possible con-
nection between a quote in a recent article and conversations I recently 
had with four different pastors. 
 

First the quote; did you know that the most prescribed medications in 
the United States are drugs for depression and anxiety? 
 

Second the conversations: over the past five weeks I have had conver-
sations with four different pastors, independent of each other.  None of 
the pastors knew that three other pastors had called me asking the same 
question.  Each pastor is serving a relatively active and healthy congre-
gation.  Each pastor asked me: Do you know of anything that is going 
on right now, there seems to be a lack of energy in our congregation, 
there are no fights or major problems, but there seems to be this sense 
of malaise that is showing up as decreased worship attendance and a 
lack of enthusiasm? 
 

I wonder … I wonder if there is a connection here.  I personally believe 
that American society is feeling very depressed and anxious.  Wars in 
Iraq and Afghanistan that appear to have no end in sight; an economy 
that appears to be slightly rebounding for Wall Street and banks but 
leaving millions unemployed with no hope of employment in sight; a 
legislature that is so crippled by allegiance to a two-party system and 
corporate lobbies that they cannot accomplish anything for the corpo-
rate good; and a national debt that has everyone scared about the future 
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--- surely there is reason to feel depressed and anxious. 
 

Paul wrote to the church in Colossae: He [Christ] is the image of the in-
visible God, the first born of all creation; for in him all things in heaven 
and on earth were created, things visible and invisible, whether thrones 
or dominions or rulers or powers – all things have been created through 
him and for him.  He himself is before all things and in him all things 
hold together. (Colossians 1:15-17) 
 

Times of despair, whether personal or corporate, are often a struggle be-
tween things seen and things unseen – the visible and the invisible.  
When we see the things we have come to depend upon start to collapse 
around us, our unseen fears often rear their ugly heads.  The paradox is 
that for us as Christians, the power to endure, to find hope in the face of 
hopelessness, comes from things unseen.  This is a problem for Chris-
tians, and particularly for Christians from western culture who have been 
so conditioned to put our trust in that which we can see. 
 

Now I am not suggesting that people stop using prescriptions designed to 
help with depression and anxiety and just start praying harder.  For I be-
lieve that God brings healing through a variety of means and practices.  
But I am suggesting that times such as these are good reminders that ulti-
mately our sense of hope and our inner peace will not be found in things 
we can see but come from within as we allow our souls to be open to the 
presence of the Creator. 
 

When things we see seem to be crumbling around us perhaps this is a 
perfect time to rediscover the unseen presence of God through prayer, 
meditation, Bible study, worship, and reaching out to the needs of our 
neighbor.

Peace, Reconciliation and Reunification 
One hundred and thirty-seven church leaders from across 
the world recently recommitted to the goal of peace, rec-
onciliation and reunification of the Korean Peninsula. The 
Consultation included presentations from the churches of 
North and South Korea, an overview of developments over the past 25 years, 
input from political analysts, and a joint celebration of the Eucharist led by 
North and South Korean church leaders. There have been many positive de-
velopments in the past twenty five years, including opportunities for visits 
by Christian leaders to North Korea and for North Korean Christian leaders 
to visit other countries, especially the opportunity for North and South Ko-
rean church leaders to meet and to gain in understanding and trust of each 
other; and the sharing of growing understanding and trust  
between North and South Korea. However, in recent years hostility towards 
the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea on the part of other countries has 
challenged the process, and the change of government in South Korea has 
brought a sharp change in outlook and policies towards North Korea. 
 

The consultation created a statement calling for numerous actions and  
encouraging the international community to allow space and time for direct 
negotiations between North and South Korea to lessen tensions between 
them. They also called for support of the World Council of Churches’ initia-
tives and encouraged the Christians of North and South Korea to celebrate a 
turning point in their endeavors for peace and reunification in 2013. The 
statement concludes: “It is the fervent hope and prayer of all participants at 
the Tsuen Wan Consultation that the divided people of Korea will be  
reunited soon. We long for the day when the people of the Korean peninsula, 
together with the rest of the world, can join together in thanksgiving and joy 
to celebrate that they are again one people and one nation.” Let us share in 
this prayer for reconciliation through peaceful means.
